Tanya Becheva Gigova from TU-Sofia, Plovdiv branch. The materials submitted by Dr.
Gigova are meticulously prepared, including a total of 51 publications: 1 monograph, 1
book based on a defended dissertation, 7 scientific publications indexed in internationally
recognized databases (Indicator G6), and 42 scientific publications published in non-
refereed journals with scientific review (Indicator G7).

Tanya Gigova Dimitrova holds a master's degree in Industrial Management with a
specialization in Corporate Management (TU-Sof1a, Plovdiv branch) and a master's degree
in Accounting and Analysis (PU "P. Hilendarski"). In 2019, she defended her dissertation
and obtained the educational and scientific degree "doctor" in the professional field 3.7.
Administration and Management (Organization and Management of Production).

Since 2004, the candidate has successively held the positions of Assistant, Senior Assistant,
Chief Assistant, and Economist in the Department of Industrial Business at TU-Sofia,
Plovdiv branch. According to the provided certificate of work experience (Annex 5), as of
May 14, 2024, Dr. Gigova has pedagogical experience as a "chief assistant" for 4 years, 2
months, and 33 days, and obtained her PhD 5 years and 25 days ago, thereby meeting the
national and institutional requirements of the Law for the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB) (Art. 24, Para.

o Digital Economy: Enriching and expanding the concept, identifying trends in
emerging digital technologies, analyzing major transformations driven by the digital
economy, and assessing digital maturity of business processes using strategic tools
(scientific publications Ne 1,2, 6 u 7 — Go)

The monograph "INNOVATIONS AND INNOVATION POTENTIAL OF BULGARIAN
ENTERPRISES" spans 204 pages and is structured into three chapters. It examines the
impact of innovations and the innovation potential of Bulgarian enterprises on their
competitiveness, through the measurement and analysis of various types of resources.

Key contributions of this monographic work include: the elucidation, systematization, and
enrichment of perspectives on innovations and innovation potential; the summarization,
enhancement, and systematization of various classifications of innovations, delineating the
organizational prerequisites for the realization of innovations based on the potential of the
environment (both internal and external); and the identification of the advantages and
disadvantages of frequently employed methods for risk assessment, accompanied by the
formulation of specific guidelines for its mitigation in the context of innovations,

4. Significance of Contributions to Science and Practice
The overall conclusion is that the candidate's scientific output not only meets but

significantly exceeds the minimum national criteria and additional requirements for the
position of "associate professor” (Annex 1 of the Rules for the Conditions and Procedure



for Holding Academic Positions at TU-Sofia). The contributions listed are substantial and
impactful. The total required number of points is 430, whereas the candidate’s total points
across relevant indicators amount to 122298, which is nearly three times higher,

5. Critical Notes and Recommendations

I'have no critical remarks regarding the candidate's scientific works and teaching activities.
Instead, I offer recommendations to support her future research and teaching endeavors:

o Lead a research project that aligns with her established academic interests.
o Continue publishing in high-impact factor journals.
o Develop textbooks and teaching aids for the courses she teaches at TU.

Conclusion:

The documents and materials submitted by Chief Assistant Dr. Eng. Tanya Becheva
Gigova meet all the requirements of ZRASRB, PPZRASRB, and the Rules for the
Conditions and Procedure for Holding Academic Positions at TU-Sofia. The candidate has
presented a sufficient number of scientific works published after the materials used in the
defense of her PhD and the acquisition of the academic position of "chief assistant." These
works contain original scientific and applied science contributions that have received
international recognition. The theoretical developments have practical applicability, some
of which are directly related to educational work, and the achieved results in teaching and
research activities fully comply with ZRASRB, PPZRASRB, and PUDTUS.

Based on the review of the submitted scientific works, their significance, and the scientific
and applied contributions contained therein, I give my POSITIVE evaluation and find it
reasonable to propose that Chief Assistant Dr. Eng. Tanya Becheva Gigova be appointed
to the academic position of "associate professor" in the professional field: 3.7
Administration and Management, scientific specialty: Economics and Management.
