1. General characteristics of the candidate’'s research and research-
applied activity

The sole candidate for the appointment to the academic position of Associate
Professor in this competition is Chief Assistant Eng. Elena Vasilieva Zlatanova-Pazheva
PhD. She has submitted a total of fourteen scientific works for consideration: an
independent monograph (indicator B3), a published book based on her defended doctoral
dissertation (indicator G6), and twelve scientific articles and conference papers (indicators
G7 and G8). Among these, one publication is in a peer-reviewed journal indexed in
internationally renowned databases (Scopus), while the remaining eleven appear in non-
indexed peer-reviewed journals or in edited collective volumes listed in the national
reference list of NACID (all in English except for one in Bulgarian).

The candidate has provided documentation indicating that her publications have
been cited thirteen times by both Bulgarian and international authors — of these, eight
citations appear in Scopus, one in peer-reviewed monographs and collective volumes,
and four in non-indexed peer-reviewed journals.

Her research and applied scientific activity may be summarized into the following
areas: the study of generational marketing, marketing strategies, and consumer behavior
(with particular attention to children and adolescents); the impact of consumer
technologization — including artificial intelligence, robotics, sensor technologies, and mixed
reality — on daily life and children’s behavior; as well as investigations in digital marketing,
notably mobile marketing and augmented reality.

2. Assessment of the candidate's pedagogical work and activities

Dr. Zlatanova-Pazheva teaches courses in six disciplines within the Bachelor's
Program, of which five are compulsory and one is elective, in addition to one
compulsory course in the Master's Program. The accompanying documentation shows
that over the past three academic years she has delivered 194 hours of lectures (noting
that during the two preceding years she was on maternity leave) against a requirement
of 30 hours as stipulated by the TU-Sofia regulations. This performance exceeds the
minimum requirement under indicator J30 by more than sixfold.

Her pedagogical preparation and teaching performance fully meet the criteria
for the academic position of Associate Professor.

3. Major research and research-applied contributions

The candidate’s author statement demonstrates that her contributions span both
theoretical and applied aspects. Her research contributions include the formulation of new
models and concepts that extend existing theoretical frameworks and justify the
exploration of new research problems. Her research-applied contributions are evident in
the development of innovative methods, classifications, and instruments, as well as in the



elucidation of previously unrecognized aspects of established issues through confirmatory
evidence and practical analyses.

All of these contributions are evaluated as the candidate’s personal achievements
and can be categorized as follows: the formulation and substantiation of a new research
domain or problem; the development of a new theory or hypothesis; the demonstration of
significant new aspects within established scientific fields, problems, theories, and
hypotheses; the creation of new classifications and methods; and the acquisition of
confirmatory facts and data.

4, Significance of contributions to science and practice

| consider the research and research-applied contributions presented in the
candidate’s works to be of substantial importance for the advancement and enrichment of
research in her field. According to the documentation on quantitative performance
indicators, the candidate has achieved 100 points in Group B (requirement of 100 points),
290 points in Group G (exceeding the 200-point requirement for indicators G6, G7, and G8),
91 points in Group D (requirement of 50 points), and 194 points in Group J (requirement of
30 points). In total, with the required 430 points, she has accumulated 725 points, thereby
not only meeting but significantly surpassing all quantitative indicators of the criteria of the
Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations
for the implementation of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria and the Regulations for conditions and procedure for holding academic positions
at Technical University of Sofia for the academic position of "Associate Professor”.

Her scientific publications and the thirteen citations — eight of which are indexed in
Scopus — further confirm the significance of her research contributions and her intemational
recognition within the scholarly community.

5. Critical notes and recommendations
| have no significant critical remarks regarding the documents submitted by the
candidate in connection with the Associate Professor competition.

CONCLUSION

Based on a thorough review of the presented scientific works, their significance,
and the scientific as well as applied contributions contained therein, | find it well justified
to propose the Chief Assistant Eng.
