1. General characteristics of the candidate's scientific research and applied
scientific activity

The candidate for the academic position of "Associate Professor" - Chief Assist. Dr.
Eng. Elena Vasileva Zlatanova-Pazheva has submitted for participation in the competition
a monographic work, a published book based on the doctoral dissertation for the
acquisition of a PhD degree and twelve scientific publications, excluding those for the
acquisition of the doctor's degree.

The monographic work entitled “Generation Marketing in the Digital Era”, published
by “Intelexpert-94” Publishing House, Plovdiv, 2024, ISBN: 978-619-7220-95-7 and
COBISS.BG-ID - 69897480, with which the candidate participates in the competition, is
declared equivalent to a habilitation work, whereby indicator 3 of group C is fulfilled with
100 points.

The presented published book based on the doctoral dissertation for the acquisition
of a PhD degree “Nutritional Behavior of Children and Teenagers’, published by
“Intelexpert-94" Publishing House, Plovdiv, 2023, ISBN: 978-619-7220-94-0 and
COBISS.BG-ID - 66084104, forms 30 points in indicator D6.

Indicator D7 can be attributed to the submitted independent scientific publication in
an edition that is referenced and indexed in the world-famous database of scientific
information Scopus, for which 40 points are received for indicator D7.

Indicator D8 includes the remaining 11 publications that are published in non-
refereed journals with scientific review or in edited collective volumes from the national
reference list of NACID. Chief Assist. Zlatanova-Pazheva is an independent author of all
11 publications, for which she receives 220 points for indicator D8. In total, for indicator
D=D6+D7+D8 = 290 points were received, which is more than the required 200. | accept
that the candidate's works are her work.

The candidate has submitted an author's reference with 13 citations of the works
with which she participates in the competition. Indicator E12 includes 8 citations in Scopus,
which form 80 points. For indicator E13, one citation in a peer-reviewed monograph is
presented, which forms 3 points. For indicator E14, 4 citations in non-refereed peer-
reviewed journals are presented, which form 8 points. In total, for indicator
E=E12+E13+E14=91 points were obtained, which is almost twice the required 50.

The scientific research and applied scientific activity of Chief Assist. Zlatanova-
Pazheva, presented in her scientific publications, is in the field of research into the
possibilities for applying new generation technologies - augmented reality and Metaverse -
in marketing practice, to improve the relations of business organizations with customers,
including those from the new generations Z and a.

From the submitted documents for participation in the competition it can be seen
that Chief Assist. Elena Zlatanova-Pazheva has assets that exceed the quantitative
indicators of the criteria of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations for the implementation of the ADASRB
and the Regulations for conditions and procedure for holding academic positions at
Technical University of Sofia for the academic position of "Associate Professor".
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2. Evaluation of the pedagogical preparation and activity of the candidate

Chief Assist. Elena Zlatanova-Pazheva began her teaching activity at the Technical
University - Sofia, Plovdiv Branch in 2018 as a "Chief Assistant" in the Department of
"Industrial Management", which academic position she currently holds.

The attached certificate shows that during the last three academic years, although
she was on maternity leave during two of them, Chief Assist. Elena Zlatanova-Pazheva
has conducted 194 hours of lectures in the following subjects: "Management of Industrial
Production”" - Parts | and I, "Business Communications”, "Marketing and Advertising”,
"Marketing and Management in the Printing Industry”, "Marketing", "Management and
Marketing", whereby 194 points were obtained for indicator G out of the required 30.

From the above, it can be concluded that Chief Assist. Zlatanova-Pazheva has very
good pedagogical training and activity in a number of subjects in the specialty of the
competition.

3. Basic scientific and applied scientific contributions

| accept the contributions declared by the candidate as applied scientific and
