Abstract: The dynamics of modern business, internationalization and
globalization, the speed of organizational changes and the growing problems in
the activity of Bulgarian industrial enterprises require enterprises to constantly
adapt to the changing environment. The importance and relevance of
reengineering cause justified scientific interest due to the fact that achieving
sustained market successes is not possible on the basis of partial, limited scale
improvements in a dynamic and intense competitive struggle on the global
market, in times of global financial crisis, radical changes in all economic
spheres and the widespread penetration of new technologies. In today's dynamic
business environment, in the world of globalization and liberalization, processes
will constantly appear in enterprises that, in order to work even more efficiently,
need to be improved, also the processes that do not work effectively need radical
rethinking and redesign. Reengineering is a synthetic approach to optimization
of the process that combines the best of process management, quality
management, improvement and automation.

Based on the practical experience of organizations conducting
reengineering, an algorithm for business process reengineering is proposed in
the book. The book is developed in two parts.

The first chapter presents the essence, tasks and goals of business process
reengineering, approaches to choosing a business process for reengineering, the
reengineering tools and the role of the human factor in the business process
reengineering project.

In the second chapter, a methodological sequence for carrying out

reengineering of business processes in industrial enterprises is given. The
methodology is represented in the form of a block diagram, which contains the
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generalized conceptual and structural components and the logical connections
between the different stages of the methodology. The methodology consists of
four phases and seven stages: business process reengineering initiative,
diagnosis of the existing business process, redesign of business processes,
implementation of the redesigned business process, summary and evaluation of
the effectiveness of business process reengineering, analysis, regulation,
designed in a logical sequence. The business process reengineering methodology
gives possibility to see the goals and guidelines for their realization.

The development of the business process reengineering methodology is
based on the diagnosis of the business process effectiveness and the unified
components that enterprises can directly use when developing their own
reengineering projects and when making corrections justified by the specifics of
production, which enables creative work of the reengineering team and allows
them to develop their own reengineering projects with minimal time and labor
costs.

Abstract: Every business organization faces a crisis at a certain point in its
development. Crisis phenomena for overcoming preventive measures can lead to
serious economic and social problems for the organization or its bankruptcy.
The crisis is a widely held view and its indications affect different aspects of the
financial, social, spirit life of the nation. It's important to accent not only to the
consequences of its manifestation but also to the opportunities for overcoming.
This study focuses to analyze the specific models for assessing the dangers of
crisis in Bulgarian enterprises. The report aims to systemize the methods and
models for assessing the crisis in the enterprises from different sectors of the
Bulgarian economy and to define the specific influential factors on them. A
questionnaire was used to collect data from a sample of 312 entreprises which
were selected through stratified random sampling method. Collected data were
analyzed using descriptive and inferential statistics with the aid of Statistical
Package for Social Sciences (SPSS). The study revealed that in the food industry
is used Altman's five-factor Z-score while in the enterprises from the financial
sector, telecommunications and the IT sector the Springate model is used.
Tourism businesses, those in the education sector, and chemical and health
enterprises prefer to predict crises through Toffler's model. The results show that
crises are somewhat the driving force behind the creation of innovation and are a
prerequisite for the emergence of modern forms of entrepreneurship so
necessary to stabilize the economic system.

Abstract: Globally and in Europe, the effect of the application of digital
technologies, and in particular in the manufacturing sector, has been identified
as a strategic priority. In 2020, Bulgaria ranks last among the 28 EU member
states in the European Commission's Index of Digital Entry into the Economy
and Society (DESI). The research aims to study the technological intensity of

industrial enterprises in Bulgaria and their level of digitalization. The results
show that the use of automated control systems by industrial enterprises in the

country is weak. The highest level of digitalization is shown by large
enterprises, followed by medium and small enterprises. Bulgaria lags far behind
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the general trends in the EU for the introduction of a digital society and
therefore it is necessary to take concrete measures and focus efforts to overcome
the gap. Creating appropriate conditions for the introduction of Industry 4.0 will
support the one hand the competitiveness of production and attract investment in
the economy.
