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1. Actuality on developments in the dissertation problem in scientific and applied
science attitude. Degree and levels on the actuality on the problem and the specifics tasks
developed in the dissertation.

The developed problem is relevant from a scientific point of view, since the sustainable
development of the regional economy is an important topic, both for society and for business. It
is at the regional and local level that the significant social, political and economic problems
clearly stand out. In scientific and applied terms, the growing role of business and business
communities is related to the need for investment and innovation, increasing competitiveness,
which requires in-depth scientific research of business communities as a factor for sustainable
development of the regional economy. The set six research tasks are fulfilled in the dissertation
work.

2. Degree on familiarity the condition of the problem and creative interpretation on
the literature review.

The dissertation's author has a thorough understanding of the issue, having consulted 84

scientific papers and 21 online resources.



3. Compliance on the chosen research methodology and the set purpose and tasks on
dissertation work with the achieved contributions.

The chosen research methodology allows achieving the set goal and obtaining an
adequate answer to the tasks solved in the dissertation. The research methodology includes
quantitative and qualitative methods, with the systematic and complex methods applied
approach, comparative and SWOT analysis, methods on deduction and induction, graphical,
statistical and theoretical methods for analysis, method on monitoring, processing of secondary
statistical data and documents.

4. Scientific and/or applied science contributions on dissertation.

The contributions of the doctoral student are related to the enrichment, concretization,
and refinement of existing scientific knowledge, as well as the application of existing methods
for solving a specific economic problem with formulated conclusions and recommendations to
relevant parties. The theoretical-methodological and scientifically applied contributions are
convincingly argued. In terms of the volume of the individual chapters of the dissertation work, I
believe that an excellent balance has been achieved in terms of the validation of the obtained
scientific and applied results. The conclusion is well argued because it emphasizes the main
findings of the research. The main barriers to sustainable development for business in the
Plovdiv region have been systematized.

No plagiarism was detected in the materials submitted for review, based on a report from
a research paper check in the specialist plagiarism checking software StrikePlagiarism.

S. Judgment on the publications by dissertation work: number, character on the
editions in which are printed.

A total of five scientific reports have been published on the subject of the dissertation (a
total of 33.33 points according to the minimum national requirements), of which three are co-
authored and two independent. I was not provided with established citation information for the
publications. The papers are published in edited collective volumes indexed in secondary
databases.

My acquaintance with the provided scientific works is a reason to draw the general
conclusion that they contain scientific results that refer to the enrichment, concretization and

refinement of existing scientific knowledge and to the application of various methods for the

solution of a specific economic problem.



6. Opinions, recommendations, and notes.

Based on the reference for the contributions in the dissertation work, three of a
theoretical-methodological nature and three of a scientific-applied nature are argued. In order to
support the future research work of the PhD student, I can make the following notes and
recommendations:

1) to continue publication activity in journals with a high impact factor/rank;

2) to develop a new direction in areas of interest such as digitization;

3) to present the results of his studies at conferences abroad;

4) to examine in more detail other problems, no less important for the improvement and
directly related to the opportunities for the development of regional sustainable development
through the business communities.

7. Conclusion with clear positive or negative evaluation on dissertation.

The dissertation contains scientific and scientifically applied results that represent an
original contribution to science and meet all of the requirements of the Law on Academic Staff
Development in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for LASDRB Implementation, and the
relevant TU-Sofia Regulations.

As a result of the foregoing, I confidently give my positive assessment of the conducted
research, as presented by the above-reviewed dissertation work, abstract, achieved results, and
contributions, and I propose to the honorable scientific jury that Alexander Staykov Staykov be
awarded the educational and scientific degree "doctor” in the field of higher education.
