1. Relevance of the Research Problem in the Dissertation Work in terms of

The topic of the dissertation is of indisputable relevance, both in research and in applied
scientific aspects, given the dynamic changes in the labor market and the necessity of
complementary skills and competences essential for the transforming economy under the
conditions of globalization, multiculturalism. high technological progress, and digitalization.
This highlights the central role of human capital in economic processes, with particular
emphasis on the importance of foreign language training and proficiency in a foreign
language for achieving individual and collective Success, and consequently, for enhancing
the competitiveness of industrial enterprises through highly qualified personnel.

2. Degree of knowledge of the State of the Problem and Creative Interpretation of
the Literature

Doctoral candidate Anet Rumenova Arabadzhieva demonstrates profound knowledge
of the researched subject matter, as the dissertation is characterized by a clearly formulated
research thesis and scientific hypothesis, consistent with the selected topic, subject, object,
aim, and research tasks, which, in their logical sequence, are reflected in the structure and
content of the work. The candidate exhibits strong skills in critical analysis and synthesis,
and on the basis of the conducted theoretical and methodological study, a conceptual model
of the University-Business—English language interaction has been proposed, together with
methodological guidelines for adapting foreign language training in accordance with
business requirements. On this foundation, an independent empirical study has been carried
out.

3. Correspondence of Research Methodology to the Aim and Objectives of the

A complex approach and a
mixed methodology have been applied, which ensure the validation of the obtained results

continuous reassessment and updating of foreign language training, validated through the
conducted original empirical study: and the resulting methodological guidelines for the more
effective harmonization of foreign language training with business requirements.

The publications presented by the doctoral candidate in relation to the dissertation are
four in total (in Bulgarian), of which two are independent scientific papers and two are co-
authored with the scientific supervisor. The publications were issued in 2024 in contemporary
Bulgarian scientific journals, referenced and indexed in international scientific databases
(according to the reference list of NACID), and they meet the minimum national requirements
for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor.” No citation data is
provided.

6. Opinions, Recommendations, and Remarks

therefore have no direct impressions beyond the materials submitted for the procedure. My
recommendations are directed towards publishing a book based on the dissertation,
preparing a textbook for foreign language training, and aiming for publications in international
scientific journals.
