The minimum requirements have been fulfilled for all indicators. The candidate's total
score is twice the required minimum.

The presented scientific publications include the following: abstract of a PhD thesis on
topic ,Structural Optimization of the Inland Container Transportation System“ in 2014, a
monograph on topic ,Study of the operation costs of freight trains" with publisher Technical
University of Sofia on 2024 contains a total of 190 pages; a total of 5 publications indexed in the
Scopus and WoS databases presented at scientific conferences in Croatia, Latvia, Lithuania
and Bulgaria, 3 of them are independent, the remaining 2 publications are co-authored with one
author: a total of 16 scientific publications in non-refereed journals with scientific review or
published in edited collective volumes presented at Sofia, Ruse, Sozopol and Veliko Tarnovo, 4
of them are independent, and the rest are co-authored; according to the language of publication
- in Bulgarian were published a total of 15 publications and in English — a total of 6 publications;
a total of 22 citations in publications indexed in Scopus and/or WoS, 20 of them were citations
to 5 publications in Scopus or in Scopus and WoS and 2 citations to publications indexed only
in WoS. The rest citations are as follow: one in Ukrainian monograph and 11 citations in journals
and proceedings.

The candidate has participated in two National projects that have been successfully

completed. The one of them was funded by the National Research Fund of the Minijt/;y of



Education and Science. From the documents presented in competition, it can be assumed that
the preparation of the candidate is at a very high level.

2. Assessment of the candidate's pedagogical training and activity

Over the last three years the candidate conducted 60 hours of lectures to students of the
Bachelor's Degree Program in the specialty , Transport Machinery and Technologies* by subject
,Loading and Unloading Processes in Transport“ and 30 hours of lectures of the Master's Degree
Program in the specialty ,Transport Technology and Management” by subject ,Transport-
Manipulation Processes"” in Faculty of transport of TU-Sofia. Additionally, a total of 60 hours of
lectures was conducted at Technical University of Sofia, Branch Plovdiv on the subject
»1echnology and Organization of Railway Transport“. In documentation has not been provided
information about published from the candidate handouts - independently or with co-author as
well as information for supervision of student theses. However, it is impressive he has a good
training in the subjects and a significant teaching experience of over 22 years.

3. Basic scientific and applied scientific contributions

| accept all applied scientific contributions, as they are indicated by the candidate.
Regarding applied contributions, | think they should be grouped and united, especially those
related to containers and intermodality.

4. Significance of contributions for science and practice

The presented scientific contributions are related to research on the operation in freight
and intermodal terminals, including container terminals, freight and rail transport. Methodologies
or mathematical models related to the research, developed by the candidate, have been
presented in many of the publications. They are also related to the scientific projects in which
he has participated. All research of the candidate has been presented to the scientific community
in the country and abroad and has been published in scientific papers and journals. Among the
submitted materials were not found documents for protected intellectual property, such as
patents or utility models. Despite this, the required quantitative indicators of the criteria for the
academic position of ,Associate Professor” have been fulfilled. One third part of the publications
of the candidate are independent so | think that he has serious merit for the contributions.

5. Critical notes and recommendations

Overall, the candidate's main pedagogical and scientific activities have been done, the
research activity is topical and at a high level, but | think that efforts should be done in the

following areas:

To be prepared and published handouts at least one of the subjects that lectures are
conducted.

To be strengthened activities with students on diploma thesis preparation.

To be strengthened participation in national and international projects.
To be done efforts to register intellectual property - patents, utility models, etc.
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CONCLUSION

The scientific publications presented by the candidate are with required quality and
quantity, and they were fulfilled the minimum requirements of the Law on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, of the Regulations for the Implementation of the
Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and of the
Regulations on the Terms and Conditions for Holding Academic positions at TU - Sofia. The
presented scientific and applied contributions are with high quality and they. are useful in
practice.
