1.Relevance of the problem developed in the dissertation work in
scientific and applied science terms. Degree and levels of relevance of the
problem and the specific tasks developed in the dissertation:

The topic is very relevant because it draws attention to a certain
principle of upbringing that stimulates the development of children's motor,
intellectual and artistic abilities through designer-created products. Its
development creates an opportunity, through scientifically based creative
transformation of clothing into a favorite children's toy, to stimulate their
creative abilities. In turn, design solutions create real prerequisites for the
development of aesthetic habits and habits from an early age.

2.Degree of knowledge of the state of the problem and creative
interpretation of the literary material:

The dissertation work is realized in 5 chapters (161 pages) and 11
appendices (98 pages). It is noteworthy that every literary and illustrative
material has been carefully selected and researched according to the object
and the subject of research in the developed topic. Each cited source is
supported by illustrative material and very carefully analyzed. The
conclusions at the end of each chapter prove the creative view of the state
of the problem at the time of research and the possibilities for analysis and
synthesis of the cited material.

3.Correspondence of the chosen research methodology and the set
goal and tasks of the dissertation with the contributions achieved:

The research methodology is synergistic, with each developed problem
repeatedly stimulating the clarification of the next one, in accordance with
the set goal. The conclusions at the end of each chapter are based on
scientific and/or creative analyses and contribute to defining the tasks in the
next chapter. The visual materials (sketches, diagrams, photographs,
patterns) presented in the appendices illustrate and further develop the
problems set for solution. This specificity and consistency of the
presentation, as well as the realization of a product, create an opportunity
to achieve positive results.



4.Scientific and/or applied scientific contributions of the dissertation
work:

The presented contributions are well formulated. They correspond to the
solved problems in the dissertation work. | believe that more emphasis should
be placed on the importance of the proposed original design solutions. The
scientific justifications and the author's design solutions define the work as a
contribution to the field: obtaining confirmatory scientifically substantiated
facts when studying the purpose of the work and realized author's
achievements in the field of design.

5. Assessment of dissertation publications: 4 publications are
presented, 2 of which are independent. The reports were presented at a
conference with international participation, which is a prerequisite for their
popularization.
