1. Relevance of the problem developed in the dissertation in scientific and
applied terms

The research problem of the dissertation "Economic challenges and social
consequences of bank lending in the conditions of digitalization" arises from the
public need to conduct applied research to create methodologies leading to the
enrichment of knowledge related to the regulation of relationships between
creditors and industrial borrowers in the conditions of a dynamic economic
environment using modern means of information and communication technologies.

[n this regard, it is extremely relevant and has its direct scientific and applied
projection in the relationships of banks with borrowers in Bulgaria.

The dissertation is a 277-page main text, consisting of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion and literature. The content of the chapters is divided into
separate paragraphs, which end with specific summaries, conclusions, practical
recommendations. The main text is enriched with tables and figures.

2. Degree of knowledge of the state of the problem and the creative
interpretation of the literary material



The list of literary sources used contains 254 titles (182 in Cyrillic and 54 in Latin)
in Bulgarian and English, with the main reference being scientific sources such as
monographs, studies, articles and books, and also relevant normative documents
and judicial practices (96 in number). The literary sources have been correctly
selected, as they are, on the one hand, related to the issues of the dissertation work,
and on the other hand, are the main sources related to this scientific discourse.

All this clearly demonstrates both the high level of preparation of the doctoral
student on the topic of the dissertation, and the possibility of building on what has
been achieved so far in this direction of scientific knowledge.

3. Compliance of the chosen research methodology and the set goal and
objectives of the dissertation with the achieved contributions

The doctoral candidate has correctly applied general scientific research methods -
analysis and synthesis, processing of documentary sources, as well as comparison,
induction, deduction, analogy and surveying. The dissertation also uses structural-
functional analysis, covering general patterns in economic and social aspects, in
conditions of economic uncertainty.

By applying the research methods discussed above, the tasks have been fulfilled
and the goal of the dissertation has been achieved.

4. General assessment of scientific and applied contributions

My comprehensive acquaintance with the dissertation and the candidate's abstract
are grounds for drawing the general conclusion that the dissertation work presented
