Basis for submitting the opinion: a participation in the scientific jury for the
defense of the dissertation according to Order No. OX-3.7-20 / 16.10. 2024 of the
Rector of TU-Sofia.

1. Relevance and significance of the dissertation

The dissertation examines a relevant and a significant problem with high
practical value for the banking system. The topic focuses on key aspects of the
financial and economic policy of the banking institutions at the beginning of the
21st century, with a special focus on the role of the banks as credit institutions. The
scientific work precisely researches and scientifically substantiates the
relationships between the features of a bank lending, the main participants in the
process, their interests and the socio-economic effects arising from these
relationships. Based on this, specific scientific concepts and regularities are
analyzed, which seek solutions to the current challenges faced by the banking
sector, related to the digitalization and its new requirements for the banking
activities.

The author conducts an in-depth analysis of the issues related to the banking
legislation, the European legislation as a protection for economic entities from
creditor banks and the obligation of the Bulgarian judges for its direct application,
the digital transformation of the bank credit process, the digitalization of



enforcement cases with private bailiffs, in order to ensure unlimited access to
economic entities receiving loans, as well as the implementation of artificial
intelligence for confirming or rejecting court decisions and their subsequent
consideration by a second panel. These issues are extremely relevant and the study
proposes solutions that meet the challenges in this area.

2. Degree of knowledge of the state of the problem and creative interpretation
of the literature

In developing the dissertation, the author used 254 literature sources, of which 182
in Cyrillic and 54 in Latin, which clearly demonstrates both the excellent
awareness of the doctoral student on the topic of the dissertation and the potential
for further development of the scientific research. The use of a significant number
of regulatory acts, laws and judicial practices (96 items) proves the knowledge of
the current state of the problem and the practical orientation of the dissertation. To
achieve the set goal, the author skillfully interprets and analyzes the theoretical
concepts and the normative documents.

3. Compliance of the selected research methodology and the set goal and
objectives of the dissertation with the achieved contributions

To achieve the set goal and the objectives of the dissertation, the doctoral student
skillfully combines a variety of research tools. The methodology of the study is
based on well-known fundamental theories in the financial, the economic and the
social spheres. The appropriate situational application of general scientific methods
of analysis and synthesis, processing of documentary sources, observation,
comparison, induction, deduction, analogy and survey, as well as the systemic and
the structural-functional approach, allow for an adequate interpretation of the
specific social and economic processes typical of the Bulgarian reality and
covering the general patterns in economic and social aspects, in conditions of crisis
of the investigated issues. The achieved contribution results are a direct
consequence of the application of the methodological tools and prove the
achievement of the set goals and tasks.

4. General assessment of scientific and scientifically applied contributions



By their nature, the presented scientific and scientifically applied results can be
categorized as enrichment and further development of the existing knowledge,
proof of new facts and statements and application of the results in the practice of a
bank lending in the conditions of a digitalization. I accept the contributions
presented in the dissertation as actually achieved. Their more generalized and
causal description is a result of the multifaceted nature of the obtained results,
which makes it difficult to formulate them unambiguously.

5. Assessment of the publications on the dissertation

The doctoral candidate has presented a total of five independent publications of a
clearly expressed scientific nature. The main results of the research conducted
within the framework of the dissertation work have been disclosed through them.

6. Assessment of the abstract

The abstract of the dissertation work reflects in a summarized form the content and
the structure of the dissertation as well as the main conclusions from the conducted
research accurately and fully.

7. Opinions, recommendations and notes

No significant critical remarks can be made regarding the structure and the content
of the dissertation. The subject of the research is extremely complex,
comprehensive and multifaceted, which makes it difficult to formulate strict
methodological frameworks. However, the dissertation would have benefited if the
individual stages of the methodology of the conducted research had been outlined
more clearly.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation developed by Zaven Takvorov Astadurov on the topic: “Economic
challenges and social consequences of bank lending in the conditions of
digitalization” has the necessary depth, completeness and relevance and is
distinguished by significant scientifically applied and applied contributions. The



dissertation fully meets the main requirements for awarding an educational and a
scientific degree of “doctor”.

Considering the merits of the dissertation work as well as the contributions and the
results indicated therein, 1 give my positive assessment and propose to the
esteemed scientific jury to award Asst.
