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1. Relevance of the problem developed in the dissertation in scientific and
applied terms

The relevance of the problem developed in the dissertation stems from the need for
a radical change of the classical linear economic model to a new one that combines
economic growth and environmental protection. The circular economy is a leading
policy concept of the European Union, closely linked to sustainable development
and competitiveness.

Despite the existence of a number of studies in this area, there are still many
unresolved theoretical-methodological and applied problems, which makes the
dissertation useful from a theoretical and practical point of view.

2. Level of knowledge of the state of the problem and creative interpretation of
the literature material

The dissertation is 157 pages in volume and consists of an introduction, four
chapters, dissertation contributions, a list of dissertation publications, and a list of
references used. Seven figures and 40 tables are included in the text.

For the purpose of the research, the PhD student has used 89 literature sources,
showing a good knowledge of the literature on the research problem and
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demonstrating the ability to search, systematize, use and interpret scientific
information. The exposition in the development adheres to the scientific style, is
distinguished by orderliness, the language is clear.

3. Correspondence of the chosen research methodology to the set aim and
objectives of the dissertation with the achieved contributions

The aim of the dissertation is: "Based on the scientific achievements in the field to
further develop some of the existing and developed new theoretical and applied
formulations for the analysis and assessment of the sustainability of business models
in manufacturing enterprises, on the basis of which to develop a methodological
toolkit for their effective integration in supply chains in the context of the European
Green Package". In order to achieve the goal and solve the defined tasks, a
methodological and methodological toolkit has been used, adequately selected and
appropriately applied in relevant parts of the scientific work.

4. Contributions

In the presented statement of contributions to the thesis, available on page 30 of the
Abstract, five contributions are systematized. I believe that they reflect correctly in
terms of content the achievements of PhD student Alexander Stoyanov. They are an
expression of his potential to conduct independent research and to correctly interpret
the results obtained.

5. Assessment of the publications on the dissertation

In support of his research and as an expression of the publicity of his ideas, the PhD
student submitted five publications - two solo and three co-authored with his
supervisors. At the time of writing of this Opinion, one of these publications is in
the process of being printed, for which a Service Note has been submitted. All
publications are in the problem area of the dissertation research.



6. Opinions, recommendations and comments

The PhD student presents a scientific work in which good theoretical preparation
and possibility for further research are visible.

The thesis is not without some inaccuracies and omissions, but these are primarily
technical in nature and do not detract from the achievements and contributions
contained therein.

Conclusion

The presented dissertation on "Study of sustainable business models of
manufacturing enterprises and an approach for their integration in their supply chain
in the context of the European Green Package" is a complete independent scientific
research, which meets the requirements of the Act on Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, Regulations for the Implementation of the Law on
the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, and the Regulations
on the Conditions and Procedures for the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees at the
Technical University of Sofia.
