OPINION

On a competition for holding the academic position of associate professor in professional field
1.2 Pedagogy, scientific specialty “Theory of Education and Didactics”, announced in Official
Gazette 31/12.04.2019, with a candidate: assistant professor Yurii Petrov Klisarov, PhD
Member of the academic jury: prof. Natalia Ivanova Vitanova-Marinova, PhD

The competition for associate professor in Pedagogy (Theory of Education and
Didactics) has been announced for the needs of Technical University — Sofia, Faculty and
College — Sliven, Department of Pedagogy and Management, with the single candidate
assistant professor Yurii Petrov Klisarov, PhD.

Yurii Klisarov graduated in pedagogy at St. Kliment Ohridski University of Sofia. He
had a PhD in pedagogy in 2013. He started his professional career as a teacher of Social
Studies, Society and Personality, Psychology, Aesthetics in "Maria Sklodovska-Kyuri" High
school in Sliven. Since 1987 to the present moment he has been a lecturer at Technical
University — Sofia, Faculty and College — Sliven. He has a very good command of two
languages - English and Russian, and this is a prerequisite of his scientific expertise.

Assistant professor Yurii Petrov Klisarov’s scientific production which he presents in
the announced competition corresponds to its specificity and the scientific specialty. The
scientific research comprises of 18 publications in total, of which 2 monographs (one of them
in joint authorship, the candidate has a study in it), 1 textbook, 1 handbook, 12 articles, two of
which published in scientific journals, reviewed and indexed in world scientific information
database — Scopus & Google Scholar (one article has SJR-0,198) and 10 articles published in
contemporary Bulgarian scientific peer reviewed journals, which are included in National
review list; 2 talks at scientific conferences abroad (the one in co-authorship). The above
mentioned works meet the minimum national requirements and national database indexes for
taking the position of associate professor. They are indicators of the candidate’s activity and
interests.

The candidate’s scientific interests are focused mainly in the field of pedagogy
(directed to didactics). The thematic concentration of his work which is a guarantee for
thoroughness and scope of the researched perimeter is impressive and it prevents the author
from fragmentariness and multi-direction in his scientific searches.

The monograph “Innovative Approaches in Pedagogy” examines problems which are
topical for education — from establishing goals, through constructivism and media pedagogy
to educational methods and techniques. This scientific work has contributory nature because
in the last few years educational theory and practice has been more associated with this
problematics. The research is practically applicable as it contains some operationalized
techniques and methods of instruction in university education. The monograph is published in
a critical moment for Bulgarian education. In this context, the study has valuable ideas and
solutions to certain serious problems that can be successfully used in the practical resolution
of difficulties in the field of education. On the one hand, the monographic study is topical and
on the other hand, it is innovative in the information society context. The work combines both
classical formulations and innovative approaches in presenting the traditional methods and
forms in university education.

Although implicit, some aspects in terms of contents are future-oriented: distance
education form — world analysists’ prognoses are that in the future (around 2030) this form of
instruction will turn into a norm in education; constructivism, as a current education
philosophy based on active learning, is a fundament of one of education technologies of the
future — flipped or inverted classroom; cooperative training is at the core of Team teaching or
Co-teaching — both educational technologies of the future. Team teaching is already used in



university education in Bulgaria. The new generation needs new literacy to function
effectively in the digital world in the future. In a digital transformation era and the emergence
of large databases digital literacy, informational literacy and media literacy will grow in
importance not only in social but also in educational aspect.

Notable examples of assistant professor Yurii Klisarov’s work are the textbook
“General and professional didactics” (in joint authorship) and the handbook “Handbook of
school didactics for virtual educational environment and system of developing online training
Blackboard®, targeted at students and teachers to assist their activity. The textbook and
handbook are a good informational basis for students’ awareness of the nature of various
educational phenomena in the learning process. These works are types of teaching aids of
specific areas of education. This makes them very useful in university students’ everyday
work. The style in which they are written is readable.

The rest of the presented publications are socially determined and devoted on current
issues. They correspond to concrete social and practical commissions and solve certain
general pedagogical and particular didactic problems.

In assistant professor Yurii Klisarov’s scientific production the following positive
aspects can be outlined:

. scientifically-grounded research in his professional field;

. reliance on modern paradigms, conceptions and views in pedagogy science
area,

. practical applicability;

. collaborative publications are an indicator for commitment to scientific
community and successful communication with colleagues;

. direction to a specific target group.

There are reasons to underline that the works which assistant professor Yurii Klisarov
is participating in the competition with are his personal research and accomplishments. The
detailed analysis in them of contemporary theories, practices and technologies in the field of
pedagogy science and their characterization and collation reveal and prove the opportunities
for a positive change in educational context. My assessment of assistant professor Yurii
Klisarov’s works is positive. They are written in a professional manner; they are reviewed and
meet the requirements for high standard academic literature. They represent him as an
organized and serious scientist and researcher. Through his works he demonstrates
professional sense of finding and presenting problems in the field of pedagogy science. Their
successful identification, introduction and interpretation are part of his contributions.

The citations connected to assistant professor Yurii Klisarov’s works are 8 in number
(reported by standard).

Notes, recommendations and questions
¢ To maintain and develop critical reflection
e To shift his focus on a more profound argumentation in the analysis of the researched
issues.
e The scientific publications quality would improve if they were written in one verb
- tense — present tense; if some crutch words (however, it is fully understandable, etc.);
Russian borrowings (“schitam™), archaic words (learning work/deed, learning
educational process), colloquial/everyday words (attract, feast, etc.)
The mentioned remarks do not influence the positive assessment for assistant professor
Yurii Klisarov’s scientific works, but these notes are aimed at stimulating his intention to
future work.



A question to the applicant: What is the difference between person-oriented technology
and person-oriented educational paradigm and between pedagogical technologies and
educational process?

Conclusion

The analysis of Yurii Klisarov’s teaching, research and academic activity, as well as the
presented verification in accordance with the database indexes for holding the academic
position of associate professor, present Yurii Petrov Klisarov as a good professional, focused
and conscientious researcher with deep interests. The ideas in the author’s works, his
contributions in the field of pedagogy science and his academic and scientific research
activity give me the reason to express my positive opinion for his selection as associate
professor in pedagogy, 1. Pedagogy sciences, professional field 1.2 Pedagogy, scientific
specialty “Theory of Education and Didactics”.
