1. General Characteristics of the Candidate's Research and Applied Scientific Activity

The competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor" has one candidate - Assist. Prof.
Dr. Eng. Marlena Yordanova Daneva. She is a lecturer in the Department of "Pedagogy and Management"
at the Faculty of Engineering and Pedagogy - Sliven, at the Technical University of Sofia.

The documents and publications submitted by her comply with the requirements of the Law for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Implementation of
the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, and the Regulations for the
Conditions and Procedures for Holding Academic Positions at the Technical University of Sofia.

Dr. Daneva meets the minimum requirements for the academic position of "Associate Professor" in
Area 1. Pedagogical Sciences, Professional Field 1.2. Pedagogy:

- Group A —Indicator 1: In 2022, she defended her dissertation for the award of the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor" on the topic: "Optimizing the Process of Attracting and Integrating Bilingual
Children and Students into School" - 50 points.

- Group B —Indicator 3: A monograph titled "Intercultural Education in a Multicultural Environment"
was presented, reviewed by Prof. Dr. Rumyana Neminiska and Prof. Dr. Marina Nikolova, "Obnova-BT Sie"

From the documents presented by Assist. Prof. Dr. Marlena Daneva, it is clear that she exceeds the
minimum requirements for the position of "Associate Professor" (400 points) with a total of 963.98 points,
as well as the requirements specified in the appendix to the Regulations for the Implementation of the
Law for the Development of the Academic Staff at the Technical University of Sofia (430 points).

2. Assessment of the Candidate's Pedagogical Training and Activity

Dr. Marlena Daneva has been a full-time lecturer at the Faculty of Engineering and Pedagogy - Sliven,
since 2020. She conducts lectures and seminars in educational programs for obtaining Bachelor's and
Master's degrees in the following disciplines: inclusive education, methods for working with children and
youth at risk, interaction with the family, methods of pedagogical research, foundations of pedagogy,
European and national educational policy, methodology of teaching computer modeling in primary
education, and others.

The documents indicate that she has been the scientific advisor for 11 successfully defended
graduates from the specialty "Preschool and Primary School Pedagogy" in the Master's degree.

For the competition, the candidate presents works with both theoretical and practical applications
for the educational process. This includes monographs, articles, and papers that demonstrate her ability
to integrate theoretical knowledge with practical skills in pedagogical practice.

3. Main Scientific and Applied Scientific Contributions

Dr. Marlena Daneva's scientific interests are concentrated in several thematic areas: intercultural
education, inclusive education, working in a multicultural environment, health and civic education, and
others.
